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Jim Chiszar Retires
After 29 Years of Directing

She said Jim was
her favorite partner and
the most pleasant partner
she’s ever had.

Jim is a native of
South Bend, Indiana,
graduating from Ball
State Teachers College
and as everyone probably
knows he’s an avid Notre
Dame fan. He taught
school for three years and
then signed on with a
paper company, where he
stayed for 11 years before
joining Quality Chekd,
working in Dallas and
Omaha.

It was in Omaha
that he discovered dupli-
cate bridge and eventu-
ally ended up running a seven-table home game for awhile. In
1975, he was transferred to the Chicago area, and was recruited
two years later to become a tournament director. He was trained
by Karl Johnson and mentored by Karl and Bobbie Shipley.

In Elmhurst, Jim ran the very successful Tree Town Dupli-
cate Bridge Club. Together with his wife Sally they taught many
of the bridge players now playing in the Chicago area. He gave
up that game when he became a full-time ACBL director.

 Jim says it is now time to play bridge full time. “In Sarasota
they have a game every day averaging 50
tables. I’m going to be playing and having
a good time,” says Jim. I’m also going to
spend more time with my children and
grandchildren before we move to Florida.

Jim has served as an advisor to both
the CCBA Board and the District Boards
and his service will be missed. He was
awarded the CCBA Service Award in 19--,
one of the CCBA’s most prestigious awards.

 Now, after a long directing career, Jim
said that it is the players and his interaction
with them that he will miss the most. He’ll
even miss the “snarly” ones.

When Jim Chiszar decided he wanted to be a tournament
director, he did not realize the directors were paid. He just thought
the job was something he would enjoy.

He began as a part-time director in 1977, taking vacations
in order to work at tournaments. After retiring from Quality Chekd
as director of purchasing in 1994, he became a full-time tourna-
ment director for the ACBL.

Now, 29 years after someone first called, “d-i-r-e-c-t-o-r,”
and looked toward him, Jim Chiszar is retiring and will be mov-
ing to Sarasota, Florida, with his wife Patty.

“Jim will be missed,” said Rich-
ard Strauss of Northbrook. “We worked
together for 15 years as directors. What
I remember most about those years was
Jim’s good attitude. He always did his
job with a smile. And, he was always
willing to do the jobs that most people
didn’t want to do, like directing at the
early morning games or the midnight
games.”

Adrienne Cohen of Elmhurst, a
friend of Jim’s for about 26 years, called
him a loyal friend and a very giving per-
son. “Jim’s a good director because of
his sense of humor, his ability to under-
stand players, and his knowledge of the
bridge laws.”

It is not his directing that Angie Clark of Glenview remem-
bers most about Chiszar, but rather the experiences they shared
as bridge partners.

“It seemed that Jim was always working and never had much
of a chance to play. In 19__, he decided not to direct for a year, so
he could work on getting the gold points that he needed to be-
come a life master. At that time, it was much more difficult to get
gold points,” she said.

The first tournament in which Jim attempted to make life
master was held in St. Louis, where they played in Flight B. “On
the first board, he opened a club, the next player passed, and I bid
a spade. Jim passed. Fortunately the next person doubled, letting
us back into the bidding, and we ended up making a game.

“I was only a novice and had no right to say anything to
him, but I told Jim that he’d never get his gold points if he kept
passing. Anyway, we ended up coming in second overall, and he
got enough gold points on the first day of that first tournament to
become a life master,” Clark said.

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Improving Your Play – Spots are Important
by Ginny & Jeff Schuett

This is the first in a series of articles for newer players on
selected topics on Play of the Hand, Defense, and Bidding.

Good spots are very important when playing a hand.  By
good spots we mean having lots of 9’s, 8’s, and even 7’s just below
your honor cards.  If the 98 or 987 spot card combination is to-

gether, that is even better.  When opponents lead secondary honors
and you have split honors with good spots, cover their honors with
yours in an effort to promote your good spots to winners.  This is
especially true when they lead a J or 10 from shortness in trying
for a ruff.  For example:

Grand National Teams
Conditions of Contest

The North American Pairs and Grand National Teams were
created initially with the expectation that players would play in
and represent the districts in which they lived. They were to be
“grass roots” events. Over the past several years, implementation
of this original intent has become increasingly difficult. This is
especially true in the top flight of the GNT as expert partnerships
are established over increasingly large geographical distances. Part-
nerships in all flights were also affected mostly where districts
abut one another.

In an effort to restore the integrity of the original intent to
these two great events, the ACBL Board of Directors, after lengthy
and extended deliberations over two years, has approved for imple-
mentation the following measures:

Effective July 1, 2006 for the GNT 2006/2007 event.
Effective April 1, 2007 for the NAP 2007/2008 event.
GNT: A member’s principal physical residence as of Sept. 1

of the year prior to the National Final shall establish the district in
which said member is eligible to participate beyond the club quali-
fying stage, if any.

NAP: A member’s principal residence as of June 1 of the
year prior to the National Final shall establish the district in which
the member is eligible to participate beyond the club level, if any.

In order to ensure that each participant at the unit or district
level understands that a participant is affirming his or her eligibil-
ity, entry forms for unit and district finals should include the fol-
lowing statement: “By entering this event, I hereby certify, subject
to penalties provided in the Conditions of Contest for the event
and the ACBL Code of Disciplinary Regulations, that I am eligible
to play in this event in this district.” It is expected that there will
be virtually no exceptions to the residence requirements for par-
ticipants in this event. A player seeking an exception must obtain
permission in writing from the ACBL District Director represent-
ing the district in which the member has a principal residence and

from the ACBL District Director representing the district in which
the member wishes to play.

Both District Directors must approve the request for the ex-
ception to be granted. The player must begin this process by April
1 of the year prior to the National Final for the NAP and by July 1
of the year prior to the National Final for the GNT.

An ACBL Credentials Committee (CC), composed of ACBL
Board members, has been established to clarify in which district a
player is allowed to participate when said player’s eligibility is in
question. When a challenge to one’s eligibility from a unit final
stage or later stage has been made, the CC may request documen-
tary evidence from the member whose eligibility is in question. If
a member is unable to verify to the CC’s satisfaction that he or she
is playing in the district of principal residence, the CC shall auto-
matically disqualify the member and his or her partner and team-
mates (if the event is the GNT).

When a member is disqualified by the CC, the CC may refer
the matter to the ACBL President. Upon such referral, the ACBL
President may make charges to the ACBL Disciplinary Committee
in accordance with section 2.2.3 (d) of the ACBL Code of Disci-
plinary Regulations.

The ACBL recognizes that implementation ofthese measures
may inconvenience some members who were granted exceptions
for previous events. The general consensus, however, is that imple-
mentation and strict interpretation of these measures is necessary
to restore the initial intention (“grass roots”) and, therefore, integ-
rity of application of the conditions of these events.

I have been a tournament director in the Chicago area for
the past 29 years and have enjoyed working with all of you im-
mensely.

Many of you have asked if I preferred directing to playing
and unequivocally can say that  I have always preferred direct-
ing.  As some of you know my playing leaves much to be desired.

I want to leave you with the following thoughts:

¨ Bridge is a game.  Play for fun and competition.  It is
not your life.

¨ Your partner is your best friend.  Treat him as such.
Don’t berate him.  Don’t ridicule him.  You will have
better results if you forgive and forget immediately.

¨ If you are the opening leader, make your lead and only
then take time to write down the contract so that dummy
can be faced and all can study the hand.

¨ Bridge is a timed event. No one cares how well you
play, only how fast.

¨ In order to speed up the game, if you can claim you
should.  Playing out a 7NT contract may be ego inflat-
ing but if you can count 13 tricks claim and go on to
the next board. Remember everyone else can count the
same 13 tricks.

¨ Use the Stop card and pause for 10 seconds when a
skip bid is made.

¨ Always consistently announce your opening notrump
ranges.

¨ Always fully disclose you understandings.
¨ Do  not stare at an opponent.  It is rude and against the

Proprieties.
¨ If you ever come to Sarasota give us a call and we’ll do

lunch together.
