Recently the bridge column disappeared from the Chicago
Tribuneto the dismay of many bridge players. How can it be, they
asked. What can we do? The call went out to bridge players far
and wide — call or email the Tribune and let them know how you
feel. Well that’s exactly what they did. Although the Tribunewould
not release exact numbers they were able to tell us that over 500
calls or emails were received at the Chicago Tribune.

When asked why they dropped the column in thefirst place,
Geoff Brown, Associate Managing Editor/Features, Chicago Tri-
bune, said “The Tribune had research that indicated that the gen-
eral population was not reading the column. If this was the case
then they would use the space for something people would read.”
Little did they know that they had very loyal readers in Chicago.

Here is the email received by the CCBA after one week of
the email campaign:

Dear Chicago Contract Bridge Association,

You'll be happy to know that the Chicago Tribune
reinstated the bridge column Sunday in its Art & Enter-
tainment section and daily in the Tempo comics pages.

Here's an excerpt of our announcement:

Last week we pulled the bridge column from the
paper and devotees of that daily feature havelet us haveit.
We have heard your bidding and so it's back.

Please post this announcement on your site.

Mr. Brown wanted our readers to know that the popularity
of bridge was never an issue with the paper. It was only a space
allocation decision. He also told the Kibitzer that just because
they receive an abundance of emails does not always mean they
put an item back into the paper.

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Bridge players came up with so many reasons that the edi-
tors rethought their decision and the bridge column is now back
in the Chicago Tribune.

TheKibitzer received many copies of the emails sent to the
Tribune.

Swiss Team Averaging

The CCBA has recently changed the way it determines stratification levels for Swiss
team events at its sectional and regional tournaments.

In the past, the masterpoint level of the top player on your team determined the strati-
fication level of your team. For example, suppose that Flight B was 0-1000 masterpoints;
three of your teammates had 100 masterpoints each while you had 1700 masterpoints. In
such a case, your team would be in Flight A, even though the vast majority of your team is
not at a Flight A level.

That created some problems for players;

4 A person who had played for years with the same teammates would suddenly be
excluded from his team when he passed from Flight B to Flight A (or from Flight
C to Flight B) if the rest of the team wanted to stay in their current strata.

4 Teacherswho wanted to play on ateam with hisor her students would be forced to
play in theflight of the teacher (often Flight A) while the vast majority of the team
was not at a Flight A level.

Swiss team averaging helps avoid these problems. To determine the stratification level
of your team, we now consider the average number of masterpoints on your team, not just
the number of masterpoints of your “biggest hitter”.

In the example | gave, the team average would be 500 masterpoints (2000/4) which
would easily make them eligible for Flight B. This stratification level is based on the ability
of the team as a whole, rather than just one person. We think that is more equitable in the
long run.

So consider this change the next time you are looking for team matesin a Swiss event.
Maybe the people you do not think are eligible to play in your stratareally arel

Director
Please!

Dear Jim: | was directing a club game and a strange situa-
tion came up involving a bid out of turn. South passed and before
West had a chance to bid, North opened one spade. | was called to
the table and after explaining the options to East he decided not to
accept the bid out of turn. His partner now opened the bidding and
North passed thus barring his partner from competing in the auc-
tion. After the hand was over it cameto light that North had psyched
the one spade call. How should | rule? Signed Should | Adjust

Dear Should | Adjust: Whenever a player is barred from
the auction, the director should inform the opponents that, in some
situations, they are entitled to protection if they are damaged by
the enforced pass. LAW 23: When the penalty for an irregularity
under any Law would compel the offender’s partner to pass at his
next turn, and when the director deems that the offender, at the
time of hisirregularity, could have known that the enforced pass
would be likely to damage the non-offending side, he shall require
the auction and play to continue, afterwards awarding an adjusted
score if he considers that the non-offending side was damaged by
the enforced pass.

In the situation described above, North knew that it was the
opponents hand. He held bad cards and his partner had already
passed. So why not psyche? As an added bonus the director barred
his partner so they wouldn’t get into trouble. It seemed asif he had
discovered the perfect psych. Unfortunately for North, there's al-
ways a catch. In this case the director should rule that North could
have known when he bid out of turn that an enforced pass might
work to his benefit. If the opponents were damaged by the “ safe
psych”, the score should be adjusted.

In addition | would recommend an outside procedural pen-
alty for unsportsmanlike conduct.
